Brigg Grammar School headmaster Nigel Cale Matthews wastqgt

He was only 52 — a tender age for a head in those dayse Btrtessed he did not want to become "another Mr Chips".

That was a reference to the central charactereofaimous novel by James Hilton — later made into a 1939-fibet in a fictional
boys’ public boarding school.

There a very popular master devotes his life to tegchind then comes out of retirement to help out agairiisia, despite being
regarded by some as "a doddering fossil".

Mr Matthews'’s decision to quit his post in Brigg attextso much attention in educational circles it was picked tpebgational
press.

The Sunday Express made it the main story on a pape &dition of June 7, 1959.

It reported how boys, parents and governors of the sehfmainded in 1669 — had tried to get him to change his decision.

But he would not be moved and departed the following menttie end of the school year, despite being on ategppd,500 a year,
which was a very impressive figure half-a-century ago.

The softly-spoken head, wearing a blue herringboriefaand grey flannels, sighed as he told a Sunday Expeporter: "Things
have changed so much since the war. | feel | am lasingol of the reins.

Things are getting so much harder. | would rather go nowgvgleibple think kindly of me, than risk being called anotheCkips in
a few years’ time.

At the end of a 14-week term | was tired out, irritadotel frightened that, because of the strain, | might have emadeng judgment
because | appeared always to be finding fault.

These dominated by
bare floor boards in the dormitories and no radiatbiek ice on the inside of the windows on winter mogsimno curtains at the
windows, a hot bath only once a week and one stovesidaii room to huddle round. Nevertheless, there orasthing special
about being a boarder in the '40s.

Obituaries

The Right Rev Eric Kemp: Bishop of Chichester: died on 28 Nov. 2009 aged 94; he remained an active figure Getheral
Synod and the House of Bishops far into his eighties.

Eric Kemp was not only the longest serving diocesahdp of recent times but also the last “old-style” Acagi bishop who, once
enthroned in his cathedral and ensconced in his paladd, retain his see for life. For centuries bishops vedmved, indeed
expected, to hold their sees far into old age and diffiage 0Since 1975 the Church of England has required bigioaggire at 70,
but the legislation did not apply to those already in.post
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With the retirement of David Sheppard from Liverpool i®Z29Kemp alone remained. Hence it was something of ag that Eric
Kemp, one of the Church’s leading canon lawyers anésomwho played a large part in the revision of Anglicanon law,
became the last vestige of the older order. He wdsoBisf Chichester for 27 years
from 1974 until 2001, 16 of them beyond the new retirementdagang which his
contribution to the diocese, the Church of England aeadvider Church was a
particularly distinguished one.
Eric Waldram Kemp was born in Grimsby in 1915, the onlidabf Tom and
Florence Lillian KempFrom Brigg Grammar School he went to Oxford first at
Exeter College where he read modern history and subsegaeftystephen’s
House where he took a second degree in theology.
In 1939 he was ordained and served as curate at St LukelsaSwion.
In 1941 he returned to Oxford as one of the librarians amrelished the running
of a large and distinguished theological library andoygortunity it provided for
academic work in the company of a remarkable generatidnglican theologians.
His interest was increasingly drawn to canon law lasth historical study and as a
practical necessity for the contemporary church. $relukobiography he wrote that
his childhood ambition was to be “Chancellor of Endlaand that that interest led
into his expertise on Canon Law.
At the same time he had an extensive ministry among uadierates and was acting
chaplain in a number of colleges during the war years.
In 1946 he returned to his old college as chaplain aoditumedieval history. He
was to remain at Exeter for 23 years.
In 1948 he published Canonization and Authority in the WesEaurch, followed by An Introduction to Canon Law in the i€hwof
England in 1957. Counsel and Consent, Kemp’s Bampton Ledtur&860 helped him to gain an Oxford DD on publication the
following year.
In 1969 Kemp was appointed to the deanery of Worcestert @bld for five years. His appointment was greetéd dismay by
the canons, of the time, one of whom told him thatéeded to remember that “the Cathedral is the prorepel of the Dean and
Chapter”. All that he did at Worcester was designedttetmine this attitude. He revised the liturgies, etladdt an informal family
eucharist and a splendid French-style High Mass. He raise@y for a new heating system and spent some timng tiy find the
burial places of St Oswald and St Wulfstan of Worcesteralsteengaged deeply with the city and helped to estahtishtee for the
homeless.
In 1998 he was made a Canon of Chartres Cathedraluyarerital gesture that gave him (and his diocese) greatipedte
remained close to Pusey House, serving as a governmiofa than 40 years, and served for many years dddhecil of St
Stephen’s House.
He remained in Chichester in retirement, and publishedren and honest autobiography with the title ShynotitRetiring (2006),
which revealed his human side and his social commitment. InH®%&s married to Patricia Kirk, one of the Bishb@xford’'s
daughters. She survives him, as do their five children.

He suffered from Parkinson's disease and had not beleforvsome time.

David's sister, Kathleen, still lives in East Paradégd and wrote to me with news of his death; he leawe#e who was at the
Convent School in Brigg.

George Edwin Feirn-(): It is with sadness that we note the passing of Geeega. George was born on thé"idf April 1914 at
White Hall Farm, near Bigby, the eldest of four chitdrele spent a happy childhood with his parents, George aat Bairn, on
various farms in Owmby, Grasby and Searby in north Lirstoie. While he was attending Brigg Grammar Schoolwbitd was
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shattered by the death of his mother so he went toudirial college at Sutton Bonington even though he aspiradtareer in
banking. He returned to help his father on the farm, edpewith the breeding and rearing of Lincoln Longwool epietheir flock
was so prized that his father took a collection of heepho Argentina to help improve their sheep-rearidgstry.

But tragedy was to strike again, twice. First, thaluable sheep had to be slaughtered because they cahtiaatdluke disease.
Then, when he was 23, his father died. George wadnefisapenniless and had to start farming on his own.

George enjoyed bell ringing. He rang his first belhatage of nine and by the time he was 18 he had rungstipdal. George and
five other ringers broke the world record by ringing 125 wds$h This meant that each ringer had to make 6,480 strottéistaok
them 3 hours and 26 minutes. He once said that when heuwvalt day ploughing a field, walking behind a horse, he dvoeplay all
the changes in his head. He went on to become th&Pesatary of the National Council of Bell Ringerstimany years and
continued to ring until he was 89 years old.

When the Second World War broke out, George was quictltmteer; farmers were in a reserved occupation so cotiidindghe
regular army. He joined the secret army establish&840 by Winston Churchill. It was the world’s firstistance organisation
ever to be established in the advance of an invasiotsantye was a member of it. The Royal Engineers hetgead tonstruct a
secret bunker in the woods — George’s daughters rememhertbkd it was somewhere near Pelham’s Pillar.

In 1944, George was called away on some emergency aayttee was to set out on his honeymoon, much to Frarfoestisation!
They had two daughters and were determined to createow faapily life. George made a success of his farm af@didces with her
poultry farming. Many people will remember “Francegife Finest Fresh Farm Eggs”. Once their daughtere wearried, George
and Frances would visit them in the United States afiti&land, especially when the grandchildren arrived. r@eoontinued to
farm until he was 70, drove until he was 90 and rensaiamarkably healthy and active, enjoying his dailjke/4o the top of the
Lincolnshire Heights. He was able to continue to livehimfarmhouse until he passed away in August 2009.
